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· What does PHARM stand for?
· Palmer High Academic Recovery Measure
· Why did I get assigned to PHARM?
· You are either an incoming freshman, in for orientation, or your GPA is below 2.5, or you received at least 1 F in the previous progress report period.
· How will I know if I am in PHARM?
· The PHARM list will be posted next to the office, and you will be notified by your 4th period teacher.
· How often is the PHARM list updated?
· Grades are checked every 4 ½ weeks, when progress reports or report cards are run.
· How can I get out of PHARM?
· At the next marking period your grades will be checked, and if you have no F’s and at least a 2.5 GPA, you will be out of PHARM.
· What if I think there is an error, and I should not be on the PHARM list?
· Take your copy of your progress report to the teacher(s) of the class(es) where you believe the grading is incorrect, have them correct it if needed, and then take it to your 4th period teacher. 
· How do I report for PHARM?
· Your assigned class is your 4th period teacher.  PHARM is an additional 30 minutes with your 4th period teacher on Tuesday, Wednesday, and Thursday. 
· What if I need a pass to see a different teacher for make-up work?
· You need to (1) get a pass from the teacher you will be going to see; (2) have it signed by your PHARM teacher and then; (3) be in the receiving teacher’s class by the 11:00 bell.
· What if I skip PHARM or don’t follow the pass procedure?
· It will be treated as truancy, and PHS protocol will be followed.
· Why do freshmen have to be in PHARM during the first weeks of school?
· This is a (14 days) training time for excellent study habits and orientation time to ensure the best possibility if success for our incoming students.
· What is the policy for technology use during PHARM?
· This will be set specifically by the PHARM teacher according to school board policy.
· “Cell phones, pagers, electronic games, and personal music devices are not permitted in class unless there is prior approval of the school principal and teacher. Teachers may permit the purposeful use of the personal electronic devices in support of curriculum learning objectives.”
· Are the rules the same in all PHARM classes?
· These posted guidelines will be the same, but each teacher will have specific expectations concerning   food, electronics, and other classroom policies.
